1. MANDATE OF THE PPSA  

 

1.1 Public Protector South Africa (PPSA) is a Chapter 9 institution constituted under Section 

182 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, in which the PPSA has the power 

to: 

1.2 Investigate any conduct in state affairs or in the public administration in any sphere of 

government that is alleged or suspected to be improper or that will result in impropriety 

or prejudice.  

1.3 Report on that conduct; and take appropriate remedial action. 

1.4 PPSA is independent and subject only to the Constitution and the law, always impartial 

and must exercise its powers and perform its functions without fear, favor or prejudice. 

PPSA is accountable to the National Assembly and must report on its activities and 

performance to the National Assembly at least once a year. PPSA has the power as 

regulated by the national legislation to investigate any conduct in state affairs, or in the 

public administration in any sphere of government that is alleged or suspected to be 

improper or to result in any impropriety or prejudice. 

 

2. THE PURPOSE OF BID 

 

2.1 The Purpose of this bid is to invite bidders to submit proposals for the design, supply 

and delivery of Corporate Wear to the PPSA. 

2.2 The PPSA herein invites suitably qualified and experienced Property 

Developers/Owners, Facilities Management service providers or similar to submit bids 

for the leasing of their office accommodation facilities/properties for the PPSA Provincial 

office to run its day-to-day office operations. 

 

3. BACKGROUND  

 

3.1 It is a requirement that some PPSA Officials be in uniform when executing their duties 

as part of the image of the office. The number of officials who must wear uniform is 

estimated at 400 officials for the duration of one year. The number of officials is for 

planning purposes and does not constitute a guaranteed quantity for the contract 

duration. 
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4. SCOPE AND EXTENT OF WORK 

 

4.1 The role of the bidder is to design and provide Corporate Wear, in accordance with the 

terms and conditions as stipulated in this specification, delivery agreement and the 

conditions of the purchase order.  

4.2 The bidder will be required to design and provide, Corporate Wear for female and male 

employees within PPSA national office and provincial offices. 

4.3 The bidder is expected to supply all upper garments with the PPSA (embroidery/ 

sublimation/ screen print) as specified in the bid document, in the same color of the 

fabric and with appropriate yarn for the item. 

4.4 All employees will need to be fitted / measured upon final order including those in 

provincial and reginal offices. 

4.5 Each female/ male employee would indicate at the fitting / measurement session, which 

style of blouse she prefers between the two short sleeve options on the Specification 

sheet. Knee length and mid-calf length should be priced on average as ladies will have 

a choice. (Per preference and bespoke specification 

4.6 The same applies to the length of the skirt and the paneled shift dress, as some ladies 

prefer a longer and others a shorter skirt and some prefer the flared skirt to the pencil 

skirt.  

4.7 Bidders are therefore required to consider this in the pricing as no changes to the pricing 

will be allowed prior to the final quote being submitted to the PPSA. 

4.8 All sizes from small to very large (XXXXL) depending on the fit (small/ regular fit) 

4.9 Suppliers are advised to quote for items based on an average to cover all sizes. 

4.10 The bidder will be provided with the approved PPSA Corporate Identity manual.

31.1 South African law governs this bid and the bid response process. The bidder agrees to submit to the 
exclusive jurisdiction of the South African courts in any dispute of any kind that may arise out of or 
in connection with the subject matter of this bid, the bid itself and all processes associated with the 
bid. 
 

32 Responsibility for sub -contractors and bidderôs personnel 
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32.1 A bidder is responsible for ensuring that its personnel (including agents, officers, directors, 
employees, advisors and other representatives), its sub-contractors (if any) and personnel of its sub-
contractors comply with all terms and conditions of this bid.
