In the event of a conflict 
between the bidderôs proposal and the Service Level Agreement concluded between the parties, the 
Service Level Agreement will prevail. 
 

25 Preparation costs  

25.1 The Bidder will bear all its costs in preparing, submitting, and presenting any response or Tender to 
this bid and all other costs incurred by it throughout the bid process. Furthermore, no statement in 
this bid will be construed as placing PPSA, its employees or agents under any obligation whatsoever, 
including in respect of costs, expenses or losses incurred by the bidder(s) in the preparation of their 
response to this bid. 
 

26 Indemnity  

26.1 If a bidder breaches the conditions of this bid and, as a result of that breach, PPSA incurs costs or 
damages (including, without limitation, the cost of any investigations, procedural impairment, 
repetition of all or part of the bid process and/or enforcement of intellectual property rights or 
confidentiality obligations), then the bidder indemnifies   and holds PPSA harmless from any and all 
such costs which PPSA may incur and for any damages or losses PPSA may suffer. 

 

27 Precedence

29 Tender defaulters and restricted suppliers

placed on National Treasuryôs List of Restricted Suppliers. PPSA reserves the right to withdraw an 
award, or cancel a contract concluded with a Bidder should it be established, at any time, that a 
bidder has been listed as defaulting with National Treasury by another government institution.
